This pollutionis discharged, untreated, into the bodies of wa-
ter that we use for swimming, fishing and for providing drinking water.

KEEPLEAVES, GRASS, YARD DEBRIS AND STREETSWEEPINGS ¢ |FYOUHAVE A SEPTIC SYSTEM, HAVEIT INSPECTED ANNUALLY
OUT OF STORM DRAINS* AND PUMPED OUT ASNEEDED (USUALLY EVERY 3-4 YEARS)*
