Litter Cleanup Program

The Middlesex County Adult Corrections Center, in conjunction with grant monies awarded to the Division of Solid Waste Management, has assembled a work detail consisting of eight low-risk inmates and two Correction Officers who are devoting their energies to clean up various parts of the communities in which they live.  The 2005 Program began April 11, 2005 and was completed on October 7, 2005.

The Correction Center’s Classification Committee specifically chooses inmates for this project.  The inmates are under continual supervision by a team of Corrections Officers throughout the duration of the assignment.  The goal of the project is to clean up debris and litter in community parks, County and Municipal roadways and public beach areas.

The Corrections Center works with local officials to determine areas in need of litter pickup.

The Clean Communities Project began in 1996 and is expanding every year.  The inmates are given the opportunity to “give back” to the community, which has resulted in a positive influence during their incarceration.

The 2005 Program serviced 16 locations, accounts for 4317 inmate hours, 118 workdays and an excess of 5000 bags of trash and garbage.

The Clean Communities Grants funds the guards’ salaries and inmate wages.
