ADOPT-A-ROAD PROGRAM

2000 GROUP PARTICIPATION 

New Brunswick, NJ January 2000 - The Middlesex County Division of Solid Waste Management is currently accepting applications from interested groups who would like to participate in the 200- Middlesex County Adopt-A-Road Program.

This Program, which is funded under a New Jersey Clean Communities Grant, is a way for organizations and citizens around the County to assist the County in achieving their mutual goal of safe, attractive and litter-free roadways.  Additionally, the Program serves to raise the level of public awareness concerning the amount of roadside trash.

Each involved group will chose a one-mile stretch of County Road to clean.  They must then perform two clean-ups on this stretch of road during the grant year.  Each cleanup should be approximately 2 months apart.  Upon the completion of the second cleanup, the group will be recognized with a county sign displaying their name placed along the roadway they have adopted.  Groups will also receive a $200.00 grant for their dedication to their community.  

Completed applications are approved on a first come, first served basis.  We will base the acceptance of the groups on the date which the complete application is received.
