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Celebrity Reader

A great way to connect children to the environment is to invite a “celebrity reader” to read a book about litter abatement.  The celebrity can be an elected official from your town/county, a sports figure, or even a CEO from your community. 

The Clean Communities coordinator will make arrangements with a class of children at a local school or a library.  The book is purchased utilizing Clean Communities funds and is given to the celebrity reader ahead of time.  It should be a book from the Clean Communities book list.   The children will love to hear the story and feel very special that such an important person took time out of his or her day to read to them.  By sharing a personal experience the children will feel a direct link with the celebrity reader.  The celebrity reader will ask the children to make a commitment not to litter.  The reader can end the visit by making one or two recommendations to the class, such as:

· Positive results come from not littering

· Everyone is responsible for our planet Earth

The celebrity reader will then donate the book to the class or library.  This is a positive way to promote community stewardship and change the attitudes of those who litter.  This is a great activity for Earth Day.  A number of celebrity readers can be lined up ahead of time and all of your first or second-grade classes can be read to.
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
